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Sec. la. (1) Except as otherwise provided in subsection (2),
if the state transportation department closes any freeway or
portion of freeway under its jurisdiction for construction,
improvement, or repair of that freeway, a portion of freeway, or a
bridge located upon that freeway or portion of freeway, both of the
following apply:

(a) If the freeway is closed completely to traffic, it must be
closed using concrete barriers or equivalent crashworthy temporary
traffic barriers.

(b) If the freeway is not closed completely to traffic and a
portion of the freeway is closed at any time between a half hour
after sunset to a half hour before sunrise for work scheduled to be
done at that time in a contract between a contractor and the state
transportation department, concrete barriers or equivalent

crashworthy temporary traffic barriers must separate any road
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workers who are present from traffic.

(2) This section does not apply if the freeway or portion of
freeway described in subsection (1) is closed for an emergency
repair that must be made immediately by employees of the state
transportation department to protect the safety of motorists. As
used in this subsection, "emergency repair" does not include a
repair performed by a contractor under a contract with the state
transportation department.

Sec. 1b. As used in this act:

(a) "Crashworthy" means that term as defined in the Michigan
manual on uniform traffic control devices.

(b) "Freeway" means that term as defined in section 18a of the
Michigan vehicle code, 1949 PA 300, MCL 257.18a.

(c) "Highway" includes roads and streets.

(d) "Michigan manual on uniform traffic control devices" means
the manual on uniform traffic control devices adopted under section
608 of the Michigan vehicle code, 1949 PA 300, MCL 257.608.

(e) "Suitable barrier" means a barrier that conforms to the

Michigan manual on uniform traffic control devices.
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
