(a) "Center" means the center for educational performance and 11 

information created in section 94a. 12 

(b) "College level equivalent credit examination" means an 13 

examination that is administered by an independent testing service 14 

and that is used by colleges and universities generally to award 15 

postsecondary credit for achievement of a particular score, and 16 

includes, but is not limited to, advanced placement examinations, 17 

the DANTES Subject Standardized Test (DSST), and college-level 18 

examination program (CLEP) examinations. 19 

Sec. 241. (1) Subject to sections 244 and 265a, the funds 20 

appropriated in section 236 to public universities shall must be 21 

paid out of the state treasury and distributed by the state 22 

treasurer to the respective institutions in 11 equal monthly 23 

installments on the sixteenth of each month, or the next succeeding 24 

business day, beginning with October 16, 2021. 2022. Except for 25 

Wayne State University, each institution shall accrue its July and 26 

August 2022 payments to its institutional fiscal year ending June 27 

30, 2022.2023. 28

If a public university fails 8 

to submit HEIDI data and associated financial aid program 9 

information in accordance with this reporting schedule, the state 10 

treasurer may withhold the monthly installments under subsection 11 

(1) to the public university until those data are submitted. 12

Sec. 281. (1) Included in the appropriation for fiscal year 15 

2021-2022 2022-2023 in section 236 is funding under the Martin 16 

Luther King, Jr. - Cesar Chavez - Rosa Parks initiative for the 17 

Morris Hood, Jr. educator development program, which is intended to 18 

increase the number of academically or economically disadvantaged 19 

students who enroll in and complete K-12 teacher education programs 20 

at the baccalaureate level and teach in this state. Preference may 21 

not be given to participants on the basis of race, color, 22 

ethnicity, gender, or national origin.

2022-2023 is estimated at $0.00. 11 

Enacting section 2. Section 236i of the state school aid act 12 

of 1979, 1979 PA 94, MCL 388.1836i, is repealed effective October 13 

1, 2022. 14 

Enacting section 3. (1) Section 236j of the state school aid 15 

act of 1979, 1979 PA 94, as added by this amendatory act, if 16 

granted immediate effect pursuant to section 27 of article IV of 17 

the state constitution of 1963, takes effect upon enactment of this 18 

amendatory act. 19 

(2) Except as otherwise provided for the section cited in 20 

subsection (1), the remaining sections of this amendatory act take 21 

effect October 1, 2022. 22
