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—therein; staf>-have- IN THE LAND, made full satisfaction to, and
has obtained a discharge from, the person recovering or having
a prior right to dower therein- IN THE LAND by reason of the
prior -aeizen SEIZIN of her-husbands- themsaid THE PERSON®S
HUSBAND OR WIFE, THE land shall not be subject to any other claim
for dower during the lifetime of the THAT person. —-&o—r-eeover
