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A SUMMARY OF HOUSE BILL 5750 AS INTRODUCED 4-22-98

House Bill 5750 would repeal Public Act 140 of 1953, the reimbursement of enlisted men

for personal expense act.

The act, comprising two sections, provides for reimbursement for an enlisted man of the
permanent organized militia who participates in encampments, maneuvers or other outdoor
exercises under the provisions of the national defense act of June 3, 1916, or similar laws passed
by the U. S. Congress. The act requires that reimbursement be fixed by the state military board
at $2.00 per diem and charged to the appropriations made for the maintenance of the permanent
organized militia of the state. The act’s second section repeals Public Act 70 of 1917. Under
House Bill 5750, both sections would be repealed.
