A bill to amend 1943 PA 240, entitled

"State enpl oyees' retirenent act,"”

by anendi ng sections 1li, 13, and 55 (MCL 38.1i, 38.13, and

38.55), sections 1i and 13 as amended and section 55 as added by

1996 PA 487, and by addi ng section 56a.

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:

1 Sec. 1li. (1) "Service" nmeans service rendered to this state
2 by an elected or appointed state official or enployee of this
3 state. Credit for service shall be determ ned by appropriate
4 rules and regul ations of the retirenment board, but not nore than
5 1 year of service shall be creditable for all service in 1 cal en-
6 dar year. The retirenment board shall not allow credit for serv-
7 ice for any period of nmore than 1 nonth in any 1 cal endar year
8 during which the enpl oyee was absent w thout pay. However, ful

9 service credit shall be given for a period during which an

enpl oyee is on | eave of absence and is receiving worker's
conpensation benefits as the result of a duty-incurred
disability. Full service credit shall also be given to an
enpl oyee for required 1-day |layoffs, for voluntary or involuntary
participation in pay reduction plan A pay reduction plan B, or
both, in effect during the fiscal years ending on and after
Septenber 30, 1981, and for required and designated tenporary
| ayoffs.

(2) "State treasurer” neans the treasurer of this state.

(3) "Tier 1" neans the retirenment plan avail able to a nenber
under this act who MEETS 1 OF THE FOLLOW NG REQUI REMENTS:

(A) THE I NDI VI DUAL was first enployed and entered upon the
payrol |l before March 31, 1997 and —whe— HE OR SHE does not el ect
to becone a qualified participant of Tier 2 UNDER SECTI ON 50.

(B) THE | NDI VI DUAL WAS FI RST EMPLOYED AND ENTERED UPON THE
PAYROLL ON OR AFTER MARCH 31, 1997 AND HE OR SHE ELECTS TO BECOVE
A MEMBER OF TIER 1 UNDER SECTI ON 56A.

(4) "Tier 2" means the retirenent plan established pursuant
to section 401(k) of the internal revenue code that is avail able
to qualified participants under sections 50 to 69.

Sec. 13. (1) Except as otherwi se provided in this act, nmem
bership in the retirenment systemconsists of state enpl oyees
occupyi ng pernmanent positions in the state civil service. Al
state enpl oyees except those specifically excluded by |aw and
t hose who are nenbers or eligible to be nenbers of other statu-
tory retirenment systens in this state, shall becone nenbers of

the retirenment system The enpl oyees nay use service previously
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performed as an enpl oyee of this state in neeting the service
requirenents for the retirenent allowances and death benefits
provided by the retirement system However, the prior service
shal |l not be used in conputing the anount of a retirenment allow
ance to be paid by the retirenent system unl ess the enpl oyee pays
to the retirenment systemthe anmount the enpl oyee's contri butions
woul d have been had the enpl oyee becone a nenber inmediately upon
enpl oynent by the state with interest conpounded annually at the
regular rate froma date 1 year after the date of enploynent by
this state to the date of paynent. A person who draws conpensa-
tion as a state enployee of a political subdivision of this state
is eligible for the benefits provided by this act to the extent
of the person's conpensation paid by this state. An individual
who neets the requirenments of section 44a is a nenber of the
retirenment system

(2) Elected or appointed state officials may elect not to
beconme or continue as nenbers of the retirenent systemby filing
witten notice with the retirenent board. An appointed state
official who is a nmenber of a state board, conm ssion, or counci
and who receives a per diemrate in his or her capacity as a
menber of the board, comm ssion, or council is excluded fromnmem
bership in the retirenment systemfor the service rendered in his
or her capacity as a nenber of the board, conm ssion, or
council. Service perfornmed by an el ected or appointed official
during the tine the official elects not to participate shall not
be used in neeting the service requirenent or in conputing the

anmount of retirenment allowance to be paid by the retirenent
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system A nenber who elects not to participate shall be refunded
all contributions made before the el ection.

(3) Menmbership in the retirenent system does not include any
of the follow ng:

(a) A person who is a contributing nmenber in the public
school enpl oyees' retirenent system provided for in the public
school enployees retirenent act of 1979, —-Act—No—3060—-e6f—+the
PubtHe—Acts—of—1980,—beirng—sect+ons 381361+t 3814068 of—+the
M-ehi-gan—Conpited—taws— 1980 PA 300, MCL 38.

(b) A person who is a contributing nmenber in the M chigan

(c) A person who conmes within the Mchigan state police
retirement systemprovided for in the state police retirement act
of 1986, —Act—No—182of thePubtc—-Acts—of—1986—betng—Ssections

381601t 0 381648 of the Mechigan—Conptted—taws— 1986 PA 182,
MCL 38. 1601 TO 38. 1648.

(d) An individual who is first enployed and entered upon the
payroll on or after March 31, 1997 for enploynent for which the
i ndi vi dual woul d have been eligible for nenbership under this
section before March 31, 1997, UNLESS THAT | NDI VI DUAL ELECTS TO
BECOVE A MEMBER OF TIER 1 UNDER SECTI ON 56A. An i ndi vi dual
described in this subdivision WHO DCES NOT MAKE THE ELECTI ON TO
BECOVE A MEMBER OF TIER 1 is eligible to be a qualified

participant in Tier 2 subject to sections 50 to 69.
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(e) An individual who elects to term nate nenbershi p under
section 50 and who, but for that election, would otherw se be
eligible for menbership in Tier 1 under this section.

(4) A person who is hired in state classified or unclassi-
fied service after June 30, 1974, who is first enployed and
entered upon the payroll before March 31, 1997, and who possesses
a Mchigan teaching certificate shall be a nenber of this retire-
ment system After June 30, 1974, but before March 31, 1997, a
person who returns to state enploynent in the classified or
uncl assified service who previously was a contributing nenber of
the M chigan public school enployees' retirenent system shal
have the person's accunul ated contributions and service trans-
ferred to this retirenent system or having wthdrawn the contri -
butions, may pay into the retirenment systemthe anount w t hdrawn
together wth regular interest and have credit restored as pro-
vided for in section 16. On and after March 31, 1997, an indi-
vi dual described in this subsection who returns to state service
shall make an irrevocable election to remain in Tier 1 or to
becone a qualified participant of Tier 2 in the manner prescri bed
in section 50.

(5) A person, not regularly enployed by this state, who is
enpl oyed through participation in 1 or nore of the follow ng pro-
grans, shall not be a nenber of the retirement system and shal
not receive service credit for the enploynent:

(a) A program aut horized, undertaken, and financed pursuant
to the conprehensive enploynment and training act of 1973, forner
Public Law 93-203, 87 Stat. 839.

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(b) A sumrer youth enpl oynent program established pursuant

(e) A program established pursuant to the M chigan community
service corps program first established under sections 25 to 35
of —Aet—No—259—of—thePubHec-Aets—ef—1983— 1983 PA 259.

(6) A person, not regularly enployed by this state, who is
enpl oyed to adm ni ster a program described in subsection (5)
shall not be a nmenber of the retirenment system and shall not
receive service credit for the enpl oynent.

(7) If a person described in subsection (5)(a) |ater becones
a menber of this retirenment systemw thin 12 nonths after the
date of termnation as a participant in a transitional public
enpl oynent program service credit shall be given for enploynent
whi ch is excluded in subsection (5) for purposes of determ ning a
retirenment allowance upon the paynent by the person's enpl oyer
under subsection (5) from funds provided under the conprehensive
enpl oynment and training act of 1973, former Public Law 93-203,

87 Stat. 839, as funds permt, to the retirenment systemof the

contributions, plus regular interest, the enployer would have
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paid had the enpl oynent been rendered in a position covered by
this act. During the person's enploynent in the transitional
public enpl oynent program the person's enployer shall place in
reserve a reasonabl e but not necessarily an actuarially deter-

m ned anount equal to the contributions that the enpl oyer woul d
have paid to the retirenent system for those enpl oyees in the
transitional public enploynment programas if they were nenbers
under this act, but only for that nunber of enployees that the
enpl oyer determ ned would nove fromthe transitional public

enpl oynent programinto positions covered by this act. |If the
funds provided under the conprehensive enploynment and training
act of 1973, former Public Law 93-203, 87 Stat. 839, are insuffi-
cient, the renmai nder of the enployer contributions shall be paid
by the person's current enpl oyer.

Sec. 55. (1) "Qualified participant” neans an individual
who is a participant of Tier 2 and who neets 1 of the foll ow ng
requirenents:

(a) An individual who is first enployed and entered upon the
payroll of his or her enployer on or after March 31, 1997, and
who —before—Mareh—31,—199+ woutdhave—-been—etgible— DOES NOT
ELECT to be a nenber of Tier 1 UNDER SECTI ON 56A.

(b) An individual who elects to term nate nenbership in Tier
1 and who elects to participate in Tier 2 in the manner pre-
scribed in section 50.

(2) "Refund beneficiary" neans an individual nom nated by a

qualified participant or a fornmer qualified participant under

(3) "State treasurer” neans the treasurer of this state.
