THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:

1 Sec. 1. This act shall be known and nay be cited as the

4 (a) "Legislative council"™ nmeans the | egislative council cre-

8 islative council as |lawfully established for purposes of

9 receiving state aid and penal fines.
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(c) "State librarian" nmeans the librarian appointed pursuant
to section 5 of the library of Mchigan act, 1982 PA 540,

MCL 397. 15.

(d) "Sunmmer readi ng program neans a program designed to
encourage children to develop and increase their reading skills,
operated by public libraries in the state.

Sec. 3. The state librarian shall devel op, pronote, and
mai ntai n sunmer readi ng prograns through participating public
libraries. The sunmer readi ng prograns shall coordinate services
and share information with communities and | ocal public schools
in order to raise the awareness of the inportance of learning to
read. The summer reading prograns shall target elenentary
school -aged children and shall be designed to assist children in

mai nt ai ni ng and devel opi ng strong readi ng skills throughout the

sumer .
Sec. 4. (1) There is appropriated to the state library from
the general fund of the state for the fiscal year ending

Sept ember 30, 1999, $500, 000.00 for the follow ng purposes:

(a) To expand and inprove existing sumrer readi ng prograns.

(b) To develop and distribute material that raises awareness
in the community about the inportance of reading.

(c) To foster conmmunication between public libraries and
surroundi ng conmuni ties, schools, and community organi zati ons,
about the summer readi ng prograns.

(d) To foster cooperation and comruni cati on between the

state library and other public libraries in order to coordinate
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summer readi ng prograns and share information concerning
successful summer readi ng prograns.

(e) To pay for the adm nistrative costs of the state library
under this act. However, not nore than 5% of the noney expended
under this section shall be expended for adm nistrative costs.

(2) Money appropriated under this section shall not be used
to purchase material or equipnent that is not directly related to
t he sumer readi ng program

Sec. 5. In Septenber of each year, the state librarian

shall report to the legislative council regarding the nunber of
public libraries participating in the sumrer readi ng prograns and
t he nunmber of school -aged children participating in sumrer read-

i ng prograns conducted during the i mredi ately precedi ng June

t hrough August .
