Sec. 201. (1) The appropriation in section 101 for the MChild pro-
gramis to be used to provide conprehensive health care to all children
under age 19 who reside in fanilies with incone at or bel ow 200% of the
federal poverty level, who are uninsured and have not had access to
i nsurance as defined in the MChild state plan, and who are residents of
this state. The departnent shall develop a final eligibility policy.

Heal th coverage shall be provided through a state-based private nanaged
health care program as described in the MChild state plan approved by
the United States departnent of health and human servi ces.

(2) The departnent may nmke paynents on behalf of children enrolled
in the MChild programfromthe line-item appropriation associated with
the program as described in the MChild state plan approved by the United
States department of health and human servi ces.

Sec. 202. For famlies applying for a MChild benefit, the depart-
ment shall do all of the follow ng

(a) Provide a single application for determning famly eligibility
for MChild, Medicaid, and other health prograns offered by the state.

(b) Allow fanmilies to submt applications for the programby nail.

(c) Provide i medi ate and sinmultaneous deterninations of a famly's
eligibility for MChild or Medicaid benefits.
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Sec. 203. The departnent may seek a waiver fromthe United States
departnment of health and hunman services that would allow the state to
conduct denpnstrations on expanding health coverage to fam lies whose
incone is at or bel ow 200% of poverty by allowi ng those fanilies to pur-
chase private health insurance through the use of vouchers or other cost
shari ng nmechani sns.

Sec. 204. Fromthe funds appropriated in section 101, the depart-
nment shall devel op a conprehensive approach to the marketing and outreach
of the MChild program The marketing and outreach required under this
section shall be coordinated with current outreach, information di ssem -
nation, and nmarketing efforts and activities conducted by the
depart nent.

Sec. 205. The departnent may provide up to 1 year of continuous
eligibility to a fanmly nade eligible for the M Child program unless the
famly's status changes and its nenbers no |l onger neet the eligibility
criteria as specified in the federally approved M Child state plan

Sec. 206. The departnent shall convert all eligible beneficiaries
in the caring programinto the MChild programw thout an interruption of
heal th services.
