A bill to anmend 1976 PA 388, entitled

(1) "Donestic dependent sovereign" neans an | ndi an
tri be that has been acknow edged, recognized, restored, or reaf-
firmed as an Indian tribe by the secretary of the interior pursu-
ant to chapter 576, 48 Stat.

(2) "Election" nmeans a primary, general, special, or mllage
el ection held in this state or a convention or caucus of a polit-
ical party held in this state to nomnate a candidate. Election
includes a recall vote.

(3) "Election cycle" neans 1 of the foll ow ng:

(a) For a general election, the period beginning the day
followng the | ast general election in which the office appeared
on the ballot and ending on the day of the general election in
whi ch the office next appears on the ballot.

(b) For a special election, the period beginning the day a
speci al general election is called or the date the office becones
vacant, whichever is earlier, and ending on the day of the spe-
cial general election.

(4) "Elective office" means a public office filled by an
el ecti on. ——execept—For—federal—off+ees— A person who is
appointed to fill a vacancy in a public office that is ordinarily
el ective holds an elective office. Elective office does not
include the office of precinct delegate. Except for the purposes
of sections 47, 54, and 55, elective office does not include a
school board nenber in a school district that has a pupil nenber-
ship of 2,400 or less enrolled on the nost recent pupil nmenber-
ship count day. However, elective office includes a school board
menber in a school district that has a pupil nenbership of 2,400
or less, if a candidate commttee of a candidate for the office

of school board nmenmber in that school district receives an anpunt
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in excess of $1,000.00 or expends an anount in excess of
$1, 000. 00. ELECTI VE OFFI CE DCES NOT | NCLUDE A FEDERAL OFFI CE

(4) A person who knowingly violates this section is guilty
of a m sdeneanor punishable, if the person is an individual, by a
fine of not nore than $1,000.00, or inprisonment for not nore
than 90 days, or both, or, if the person is other than an indi-
vidual, by a fine of not nore than $10, 000. 00.
