(1) Except as otherw se provided in this sec-
tion, after notice of intent to an applicant or |licensee to deny,
limt, suspend, or revoke the applicant's or |licensee's |icense
or certification and an opportunity for a hearing, the departnent
may deny, limt, suspend, or revoke the license or certification
or inpose an admnistrative fine on a licensee if 1 or nore of

the foll ow ng exist:
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(a) Fraud or deceit in obtaining or attenpting to obtain a
license or certification or in the operation of the |icensed
health facility or agency.

(b) Aviolation of this article or a rule pronul gated under
this article.

(c) False or m sl eading adverti sing.

(d) Negligence or failure to exercise due care, including
negl i gent supervision of enpl oyees and subordi nates.

(e) Permtting a license or certificate to be used by an
unaut hori zed health facility or agency.

(f) Evidence of abuse regarding a patient's health, welfare,
or safety or the denial of a patient's rights.

(g) Failure to conply with section 10102a(7).

(h) Failure to conply with part 222 or a term condition, or

stipulation of a certificate of need issued under part 222, or

bot h.

(1) Aviolation of section 20197(1).

(J) FAILURE TO MAKE A REPORT UNDER SECTI ON 20175(5) OR (7).
