THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:

Sec. 4. (1) The departnent nmay establish facilities and
progranms for the care of state wards. The departnent shal
supervi se and operate state facilities and progranms or contract
for the care of state wards, including institutions, halfway
houses, youth canps, diagnostic centers, regional detention
facilities and treatnent centers, group honmes, supervision in the
community, or other child welfare services.

(2) The departnent may utilize the facilities, services, and
personnel of any approved agency of this state and its political
subdi visions or of any |licensed private agency for the care and

rehabilitation of state wards. The departnent may contract with
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t he —uventte— FAM LY division of —the—prebate— CIRCU T court for
the care and rehabilitation of state wards.

(3) The departnment nmay supervise a state ward placed in pri-
vate hone care

(4) A state ward under this act may be placed in any facili-
ty, residence, or programdescribed in this section. |If the
departnment determ nes the best interests of a state ward require
t he invol venment of another state agency, other than the depart-
ment of corrections, then the departnent, together with that

agency, shall determ ne an appropriate care and treatnent plan
for the state ward.
