[A bill to repeal 1879 PA 200, entitled “An act requiring certain state

officers to give bonds before entering upon their official duties,” (MCL

15.41); 1948 (2nd Ex. Sess) PA 1, entitled “An act to provide for the payment

of compensation of the governor, secretary of state, state treasurer, auditor

general and attorney general; and to repeal certain acts and parts of acts,”

(MCL 15.201 to 15.202); and section 3 of 1861 PA 111, entitled “An act

relating to deposit accounts, and to interest, exchange and commissions

received or paid by the state treasurer,” (MCL 21.183).]
