A bill to create a comm ssion to investigate alternative
fuels; to define certain alternative fuels; to determne certain
powers and duties of the conmm ssion; and to repeal acts and parts
of acts.

THE PECPLE OF THE STATE OF M CHI GAN ENACT:

Sec. 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "fuels
of the future conm ssion act".

Sec. 2. As used in this act:

(a) "Alternative fuel" neans a fuel conposed of biomass or
anot her fuel that does not have petroleumas a base or a blend of a
nonpet r ol eum based fuel and a petrol eum based fuel. Alternative
fuel may include, but is not limted to, biodiesel and ethanol.

(b) "Biodiesel" nmeans a fuel conposed of nono-al kyl esters of
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long chain fatty acids derived fromvegetable oils or aninmal fats
and, in accordance with standards specified by the American society
for testing and materials, designated B100, and neeting the

requi renents of D- 6751, as approved by the departnent.

(c) "Biomass fuel" neans a fuel made from plant materi al
vegetation, or agricultural waste.

(d) "Ethanol" means a substance that neets the Anerican
society for testing and materials standard in effect on the
effective date of this act as the D 4806 specification for
denatured fuel grade ethanol for blending w th gasoline.

Sec. 3. (1) The fuels of the future conm ssion is established
wi thin the departnent of agriculture. The comm ssion shal
i nvestigate and recommend strategies that the governor and the
| egi slature may i nplement to pronote the use of alternative fuels
and encourage the use of vehicles that utilize alternative fuels.
The conmmi ssion shall also identify nmechani snms that pronpte research
into alternative fuels.

(2) The comm ssion shall identify nechani sns that pronote
ef fective conmmuni cati on and coordination of efforts between this
state and | ocal governnents, private industry, and institutes of
hi gher educati on concerning the investigation, research into, and
pronotion of alternative fuels.

(3) The comm ssion nmay al so review any state regul ati on that
may hi nder the use, research, and devel opnent of alternative fuels
and vehicles that are able to utilize them and recommend changes to
t he governor.

Sec. 4. The comm ssion shall consist of the foll ow ng nenbers,
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appoi nted by the governor within 90 days of the effective of this
act :

(a) The director of the departnent of agriculture or his or
her designee. The director of the departnent of agriculture shal
be the chair of the conm ssion

(b) One nenber representing the M chigan econom c devel oprent
cor poration.

(c) One nenber representing the departnent of |abor and
economi ¢ grow h.

(d) At least 1 nenber fromthe |argest organization in this
state that represents corn producers exclusively.

(e) At least 1 nenber fromthe |argest organization in this
state that represents soybean producers exclusively.

(f) One representative of autonotive fuel blenders in this
state.

(g) One representative of retail petroleumsellers in this
state.

(h) One representative of petroleumsuppliers in this state.

(i) One representative of biodiesel producers.

(j) One representative of ethanol producers.

(k) One representative of environnental organizations.

() Three representatives of the autonotive manufacturing

i ndustry.

(m Three representatives of colleges and universities in this

state that are engaged in alternative fuel research
(n) Any ot her nmenber that the governor concludes i s necessary

to further the comm ssion's purposes.
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Sec. 5. No later than 1 year after the effective date of this
act, the conmi ssion shall issue a witten report on its
i nvestigation and recommendations to the | egislature and the
governor. Followup reports shall be issued at |east annually and
may be issued nore frequently if the conm ssion deens it advisable.

Sec. 6. This act is repeal ed effective January 1, 2010.
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
