The bill would repeal Public Act 113 of 1939 which (1) bans the sale of tomatoes,
domestic or foreign grown, which are not vine ripened unless they are labeled as either
"not vine ripened” or "artificially ripened by ethylene" or another process; and (2) makes
the sale of artificially-ripened tomatoes that are not properly labeled a misdemeanor.
