 (6) MEMBERS OF THE IDENTITY THEFT COMMISSION SHALL SERVE  20 
 
WITHOUT COMPENSATION, BUT ARE ENTITLED TO ACTUAL AND NECESSARY  21 
 
EXPENSES INCURRED IN THE PERFORMANCE OF OFFICIAL DUTIES UNDER THIS  22 
 
SECTION. 23 
 
 (7) THE COMMISSION SHALL CONDUCT ITS BUSINESS AT PUBLIC  24 
 
MEETINGS HELD IN COMPLIANCE WITH THE OPEN MEETINGS ACT, 1976 PA  25 
 
267, MCL 15.261 TO 15.275. A WRITING PREPARED, OWNED, USED, IN THE  26 
 
POSSESSION OF, OR RETAINED BY THE COMMISSION IN THE PERFORMANCE OF  27 
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AN OFFICIAL FUNCTION SHALL BE AVAILABLE TO THE PUBLIC IN COMPLIANCE  1 
 
WITH THE FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT, 1976 PA 442, MCL 15.231 TO  2

 (8) THE DEPARTMENT OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY SHALL PROVIDE  4 
 
STAFF ASSISTANCE TO THE IDENTITY THEFT COMMISSION AS NECESSARY TO  5 
 
CARRY OUT THE COMMISSION'S DUTIES UNDER THIS SECTION. 6 
 
 (9) THE DEPARTMENT OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY SHALL ESTABLISH  7 
 
AND MAINTAIN AN IDENTITY THEFT INFORMATION WEBSITE. THE DEPARTMENT  8 
 
OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY SHALL CONSIDER THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE  9 
 
IDENTITY THEFT COMMISSION IN SELECTING THE DESIGN AND CONTENT OF  10
