THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:

SEC. 759C. EACH CITY, TOWNSHIP, AND VILLAGE CLERK SHALL
MAINTAIN A PERMANENT ABSENT VOTER LIST. A QUALIFIED AND REGISTERED
ELECTOR MAY REQUEST TO BE PLACED ON THE PERMANENT ABSENT VOTER LIST
OF THE CITY, TOWNSHIP, OR VILLAGE IN WHICH THE ELECTOR IS
REGISTERED TO VOTE. A REQUEST BY AN ELECTOR UNDER THIS SECTION
SHALL BE MADE TO THE CITY, TOWNSHIP, OR VILLAGE CLERK IN PERSON, BY
TELEPHONE, FACSIMILE COMMUNICATION, OR FIRST-CLASS MAIL. THE CLERK
SHALL SEND TO EACH ELECTOR ON THE PERMANENT ABSENT VOTER LIST AN

APPLICATION FOR AN ABSENT VOTER BALLOT FOR EACH ELECTION.
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
