Whereas, The songs of Ireland are the tragic songs of love, 12 
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the joyous songs of battle, the nostalgic reveries of the sorrows, 1 

the glories of the Emerald Isle, the lamentations of life's myriad 2 

travails, and the odes to joy and life eternal; and 3 

Whereas, We celebrate the establishment of the American Irish 4 

State Legislators Caucus with its aim of fostering the longstanding 5 

and equally beneficial relationship between the United States and 6 

Ireland, with leadership in all 50 states; now, therefore, be it 7
