Act 173 of 1968

AN ACT naming certain state buildings.

The People of the State of Michigan enact:

19.131 Buildings designated as Murray D. Van Wagoner transportation building and Richard
H. Austin building.
Sec. 1. The state transportation department building in the capitol complex, Lansing, Michigan, shall be

designated and known as the Murray D. Van Wagoner transportation building, and the state treasury building
shall be designated and known as the Richard H. Austin building.
