AN ACT to authorize townships to appropriate money for historical activities and projects.

The People of the Sate of Michigan enact:

399.161 Historical activities and projects; township appropriations.

Sec. 1. The township board of any township in this state may raise and appropriate money for the purpose
of fostering any activity or project which in the opinion of the board tends to advance the historical interests
of the township.
